Helena, MT –The Governor’s Office of Community Service announced today that Governor Brian Schweitzer has issued a call to service, as part of the “Winter Ready” (Ready.MT.gov) campaign, to all Montanans to get ready and help those in need this winter season.
“This is going to be a tough winter and energy prices are high, so I am issuing a call to service to all Montanans to buddy up with someone who may need assistance getting winter ready.” said Governor Brian Schweitzer. “Taking simple steps like having a snow shoveling plan and weather stripping doors and windows can help you and your neighbors stay safe, warm and save money on energy bills, too.”
Included in the “Winter Ready” (Ready.MT.gov) campaign, Governor Schweitzer is highlighting energy conservation tax credits of up to $500 per person for Montanans to weatherize their own homes. 

“Right now is a great opportunity in Montana because there is a 25% energy conservation tax credit, up to $500 to weatherize your own home by doing things like insulating your floors and walls, installing programmable thermostats and new water heaters.” said Governor Schweitzer. 

The Governor’s Office of Community Service “Winter Ready” campaign (Ready.MT.gov) has been created to provide winter tips and resources, from state agencies, on issues such as: the Warm Hearts Warm Homes initiative which includes, help with home weatherization, heating costs and energy conservation tax credits; state Flu information; a “Winter Ready” Checklist for your home and car; the One Warm Coat initiative, a successful statewide coat donation campaign, highlighted by First Lady Nancy Schweitzer and First Interstate Bank, that has collected nearly 4000 coats.
