· AmeriCorps VISTA, AmeriCorps State and Senior Corps members will be joining together to serve with the Montana Food Bank Network’s Big Roll Out event to collect paper towels and toilet paper for food banks statewide

· Montana Campus Corps/AmeriCorps Leaders on 15 Montana college and university campuses will be working with volunteers and communities on food and clothing drives and programs for veterans, elderly and disadvantaged youths

· Cascade County Foster Grandparents/Senior Corps are helping to collect school supplies and fill backpacks to be distributed at the Great Falls Rescue Mission

· St. Vincent Healthcare Foster Grandparents/Senior Corps are making 75 heart-shaped signs that will be posted along the Heart Walk in Billings

· AmeriCorps VISTA members will be serving with Healthy Montana Kids and conducting outreach events in Bozeman and Lewistown

· RSVP/Senior Corps, Foster Grandparents/Senior Corps and AmeriCorps VISTA members across Eastern Montana are joining together to collect children’s books which will be donated to Head Starts and Daycares in all of the rural Eastern Montana communities
