Today, he serves as a volunteer at Community Medical Center and is on the Board of Directors for the Missoula AIDS Council. 
“Being a volunteer sends a message of equality that everybody matters,” said Smith.  “Volunteering allows you to put yourself in someone else’s shoes and to see the world from a different perspective. I encourage everyone to find something that inspires them to help create a better future for the next generation.”
