OUTSTANDING MATH and SCIENCE VOLUNTEER TO BE RECOGNIZED at MSU BOBCATS GAME –Saturday, November 6-
 Helena, MT – The Governor’s Office of Community Service (serve.mt.gov) announced today that MSU Chemistry Professor Trevor Douglas will be recognized as the “Volunteer of the Game” during the MSU Bobcats' football game on Saturday, November 6.
The Governor’s Office of Community Service is recognizing outstanding community volunteers at home games throughout the 2010 Bobcat football season.   

 “Montana has a long tradition of neighbor helping neighbor,” said Governor Brian Schweitzer. “We congratulate and thank Professor Douglas for his outstanding volunteer service in the field of math and science that continues to benefit so many young Montanans.”  

Trevor Douglas is a Professor of Chemistry and Biochemistry at Montana State University and Director of MSU’s Center for Bio-Inspired NanoMaterials. In the fall of 2008, he founded MSU’s “Science Saturdays” a free program that teaches kids, ages 8-14 years old, about science in an engaging way through hands-on activities and learning about new research and technology. 

“There are fantastic opportunities in Bozeman for kids who are good at sports and music,” said Douglas. “We want to offer more opportunities for kids that are also interested in science and encourage all kids to come learn how to ask questions, play with science and learn about the exciting science that is happening at MSU. We have incredible scientists in this town, and this is a way for them to connect with the next generation of learners,” Douglas said.
 “Science Saturdays” have already benefitted 1,000 children from Bozeman, Helena, Stevensville, Glasgow and the Crow Indian Reservation and the program continues to grow. Douglas is also working to establish a “Science Saturdays” program in his native South Africa.
