At minimum, 1conference call/ per month with all ACMAC members.

· Implement a service project benefitting Montana Youth Homes at the ServeMontana Symposium reception on Wednesday, 
February 17

· Coordinate existing Facebook page with ServeMontana Facebook 

· Collect stories of service 
· Help with OCS and CNCS events, including coordination of: tabling and participating in presentations, outreach at conferences  
· Help with promotion and member engagement on National Service Days, Global Youth Service Day, AmeriCorps Week and the Governor’s call to service campaigns (Winter Ready Montana and Fire Ready Montana)
· Participate as a focus group, when needed, for OCS, CNCS, AmeriCorps VISTA programs and AmeriCorps State programs
