The Youth Serve Montana Scholarship was created to promote volunteerism among youth, to encourage young leaders to further their learning, and to provide tuition assistance for Montanan students who wish to attend college in state. In 2011, scholarships have been made available through a partnership with the Governor’s Office of Community Service and Montana Campus Compact (mtcompact.org), the largest higher education network in Montana and host of the Campus Corps – AmeriCorps program (mtcampuscorps.org). Montana Campus Compact includes 19 of Montana's two-year, four-year, public, private, tribal, and community colleges and universities, with a state network office located in Missoula.

The scholarships are administered by the Governor’s Office of Community Service.
