Scholarship funds have been made available through a partnership with Montana Campus Compact, a network of twenty Montana campuses committed to community service, and the Governor’s Office of Community Service. The Governor’s Office of Community Service will administer the scholarships.

Applicant must submit a completed application and proof of acceptance to one of Montana’s Campus Compact member institutions to the Governor’s Office of Community Service by April 16, 2012. 

· Applicant must have completed 100 hours of volunteer service within a 12-month period.  12-months is defined as the period 12 months prior to the date of application
· AmeriCorps hours may not be used for this application’s service hours, such as Jobs for Montana Graduates’ Young Adult Service Corps.

· Scholarship funds must be used for 2012-2013 academic year.
