Service-learning course objectives are linked to real community
needs that are designed in cooperation with community
partners and service recipients... (Colorado State University)
Students engaged in service-learning provide community
service in response to community-identified concerns and learn
about the context in which service is provided, the connection
between their service and their academic coursework, and
their roles as citizens... (Seifer, SD, Community-Campus
Partnership for Health)
